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Maintenance Procedures for Polished Concrete floors.

1. To clean a polished floor use water, a cleaner made for polished concrete or a Neutral P.H. all-purpose cleaner available at any Janitorial supply house.

2. DO NOT USE ANY DEGREASER OR ACID BASED CLEANER.  Please read label of cleaner to ensure this.  The consequences are a white look and a decreased gloss due to etching of the surface.

Examples of Degreasers. (DO NOT USE)

Pine-Sol, Mop-N-Glow, Lysol, Orange-Glow

3. When using a buffer or auto scrubber use a soft bristle brush, white pad or beige pad only.  Any other color pads will result in a decrease of gloss.

4. All liquid spills need to be cleaned up as soon as possible.  Polished concrete is durable but is still a breathable porous floor.

5. Do not wax a polished floor.  Polished concrete is a low maintenance floor.  By waxing it you add to the maintenance as well as take the risk that the wax will not bond to the super flat floor.  Waxing a polished concrete floor voids all warranties.
